80™ ANNIVERSARY OF THE D-DAY LANDINGS

“We light this lamp to commemorate the ultimate
sacrifice made by brave men and women across
the globe. The light from its flame will represent
the ‘light of peace’ that emerged from the
darkness of war.”

Over 60 members of the community joined in the
short service which was conducted by Rev. Alex
Sharp and organised by Arthur Bray,
Churchwarden of St Paul’s Church.
